VS has the unique attribute of
being designed, ab initio, with the idea
of enabling a single operator to control
multiple UAS in certain situations.
Organizations involved with UAS
operations, development, testing, and
training could benefit from the use of
VS. The VS software suite has been
utilized in thousands of hours of
simulation and hundreds of hours of
live flight tests across a variety of Air
Force and NASA projects.
